1. DE-CLUTTER!  Throw out or file stacks of newspapers and magazines. Pack away most of your small decorative items. Store out-of-season clothing to make closets seem roomier. Clean out the garage.

2. BIG AND BRIGHT!  Wash your windows and screens to let more light in, light makes rooms appear larger.
3. CLEAN AND FRESH! Keep everything extra clean and fresh. Wash fingerprints from light switch plates. Mop and wax floors. Clean the stove and refrigerator. A clean fresh house makes a better first impression and convinces buyers that the home has been well cared for.
