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You can begin on the inside in bad weather, much better past time than TV in the Iowa winter.
I would go something like this...of course the list is arguable depending on personal wants/desires -- some may not be necessary...and it is not set in stone:


(1)  Repair/replace roof, chimney under roof line if not used
(2)  Repair/replace eaves work (soffit/fascia)
(3)  Replace/repair siding, etc.
(4)  Repair/replace exterior doors
(5)  Interior demolition (tear out carpet/flooring, fixtures, cabinets, 
       molding/trim, walls, ceilings, insulation, wiring, plumbing, etc)
(6)  Rough-ins (plumbing, electrical, etc.)
(7)  Replace insulation 
(8)  Sheetrock 
(9)  Install cabinets, etc.
(10) Finish plumbing, electrical, etc.
(11) Finish trim work (casings, moldings, baseboards, interior doors, etc.)
(12) Paint (interior/exterior) 
(13) Install flooring 
(14) Touch-ups 
(15) Clean 
(16) Landscaping

(17) Contact your Realtor® one week prior to completion

Whew!!! I think that’s all of it!
*Reminder – I keep before and after pictures and a list of items repaired/replaced and the cost.  As a Realtor® I like to see these and the appraiser may need them; this information will help you and your Realtor® price the property accurately. 
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
